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Punctuality is Important!

Dear Families,

Here at Pye Bank, every minute counts! The teachers don't waste a minute getting stuck into learning in the
morning so it is very important that the children arrive to school on time. Being late regularly can add up to lots
of lost learning time:

5 minutes late each day = 3 days of lost learning over the year

10 minutes late each day = 6 days of lost learning over the year

15 minutes late each day = 9 days of lost learning over the year
